12/03: UK/Ireland - Guatemala
Arrive at your UK/Ireland departure airport, ready for a flight to Guatemala.* Arrive in Guatemala and
transfer to Antigua (approx. 1h 30m), a beautifully-preserved city with an abundance of colorful
colonial architecture nestled in the lush central highlands. Transfer to the hotel and overnight stay in
Antigua.

13/03: Antigua Guatemala

moved to what is now Guatemala City. Visit La Merced Church, Plaza de Armas, and the Cathedral.
